Brief on Upcoming ISK Election
1. Introduction
Article 23 A of the ISK Constitution provides that the Independent Electoral Committee (IEC) is the body mandated to conduct and/or supervise elections in the Institution. This brief is to sensitize ISK Membership with a view of enhancing participation in the electoral process. 
2. ISK Elective Positions 

The Constitution requires that all the elected officials for the Institution shall be in office for a term of two (2) years and be eligible for re-election, but not more than two (2) terms in the same position. 
The term of the current members of the Council is coming to an end and as such elections shall be held this year. 
The following are the various elective positions for the members 
a) The President 

b) Deputy President 
c) Chair Editorial and Public Relations Committee 

d) Chair Education and Research Committee 

e) Chair Human Resource Committee 

f) Chair Finance and Audit Committee 

g) Chair of the Young Surveyors Committee 

h) Chair Professional Practice and Ethics Committee 

i) Chair and Secretary of each Chapter 

j) Chair and  Secretary of each branch 

3. Eligibility for election 

a) The elections for positions in (a) to (h) shall be done at the Annual General Meeting

b) Elections for positions (i) to (j) shall be done at the respective chapter or branch meetings before the Annual General Meeting 

Below are the eligibility criteria as per the Constitution.
· Full member of ISK for following positions; 

1) The President 

2) Deputy President 

3) Chair Editorial and Public Relations Committee 

4) Chair Education and Research Committee 

5) Chair Human Resource Committee 

6) Chair Finance and Audit Committee 

7) Chair Professional Practice and Ethics Committee 

8) Chair and Secretary of each Chapter 

9) Chair and  Secretary of each branch 

· Full, Graduate, Technician and Student Members for Chair of Young Surveyors Committee 

· Have fully paid up ISK dues 

· Not undergoing any disciplinary action 

· Certificate of good standing from ISK
· Duly filled nomination form 

4. Eligibility to Vote and Voting 
· Full members vote for all the above elective positions. 
· Graduate, Technician and Student Members can only vote for Chair, Young Surveyors Committee. 

· Voting is done through secret ballot at the Annual General Meeting and at the designated chapter or branch meetings for elections.
· Voting may also be done proxy for those members who are unable to attend the General Meeting.
